	Passport
	Original passport with at least six months of remaining validity and blank visa pages, and a photocopy of the passport's data page and the photo page if it is separate.

	Visa Application Form and Photo
	One completed Visa Application Form (see Attachment) with a recently-taken color passport photo (bare-head, full face) against a light background attached.

	Itinerary
	Air, train, ship or bus ticket booking record (round trip), etc.

	Proof of legal stay or residence status (applicable to non-Lithuanian citizens)
	If you are not a Lithuanian applicant, you must provide the original and photocopy of your valid certificates or visa of stay, residence, employment or student status, or other valid certificates of legal staying provided by the relevant authorities of Lithuania.

	Supporting documents for minors
	A minor with parents as guardians who is going to China on his/her own, should provide photocopy of the parents’ passports or ID, certification (marriage certificate, birth certificate, or notarized certification of kinship) showing the relationship between the applicant and parents, and the parents’ declaration of agreement about child’s travel to China which has been notarized. If the minor is going to China with one of the parents, the declaration of agreement could be made by the other parent.

If one of the parents has full custody of the minor, certificates of custody should be provided, e.g., court verdict, death certificate.  

	Photocopy of previous Chinese passports or previous Chinese visas (for foreign citizens who were Chinese citizens and have obtained foreign citizenship)
	If you are applying for a Chinese visa for the first time, you should provide your previous Chinese passport and a photocopy of its data page. If you have obtained Chinese visas before and want to apply for a Chinese visa with a renewed foreign passport that does not contain any Chinese visa, you should present the photocopy of the previous passport's data page and the photo page if it is separate, as well as the previous Chinese visa page. (If your name on the current passport differs from that on the previous one, you must provide an official document of name change.)

	C
	Issued to foreign crew members of means of international transportation, including aircraft, trains and ships, or motor vehicle drivers engaged in cross-border transport activities, or to the accompanying family members of the crew members of the above-mentioned ships.
	1. A letter of guarantee issued by a foreign transport company and an invitation letter issued by a relevant entity in China.

2. A photocopy of working permit.

	D
	Issued to those who intend to reside in China permanently.
	The original and photocopy of the Confirmation of Foreigners’ Permanent Residence Status in China issued by the Ministry of Public Security of China.

	F
	Issued to those who intend to go to China for exchanges, visits, study tours and other non-commercial activities.
	An invitation letter issued by a relevant entity in China.The invitation is valid for three months (From the date of issue).

	G
	Issued to those who intend to transit through China or seamen to join vessels at opening ports of China.
	An onward air (train or ship) ticket with confirmed date and seat to the destination country or region.

●For joining vessels, the following documents are required:

1. A guarantee letter issued by foreign shipping companies, including ocean shipping agencies, and an invitation letter issued by a relevant entity in China. Business license and photocopy for both   foreign shipping companies and the relevant entity in China.

2. A photocopy of working permit.

	J1
	Issued to resident foreign journalists of foreign news organizations stationed in China. The intended duration of stay in China exceeds 180 days.
	Visa Notification Letter issued by the Information Department of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of China.

	J2
	Issued to foreign journalists who intend to go to China for short-term news coverage. The intended duration of stay in China is no more than 180 days.
	Visa Notification Letter issued by the Information Department of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of China or other authorized units in China.

	L
	Issued to those who intend to go to China as a tourist.
	Proof of a hotel reservation, life insurance and medical insurance for traveling in China, etc.

	M
	Issued to those who intend to go to China for commercial and trade activities, and those for competitions, including sports, singing, beauty pageant, model, Guinness, language, intelligence and Mathematical Olympiad.
	Documents on the commercial activity issued by a trade partner in China, or trade fair invitation, competition invitation or other invitation letters issued by relevant entity or individual.

The business license and invitation letter of the Chinese companies and photocopy. 
An appointment letter issued by the entity the applicant is working for.

The invitation is valid for three months.

	Q1
	Issued to those who are family members of Chinese citizens or of foreigners with Chinese permanent residence and intend to go to China for family reunion, or to those who intend to go to China for the purpose of foster care. The intended duration of stay in China exceeds 180 days.
"Family members" refers to spouses, parents, parents-in-law, sons, daughters, spouses of sons or daughters, brothers, sisters, grandparents, grandsons and granddaughters.
	●For family reunion, the following documents are required:
1. An invitation letter issued by a Chinese citizen or a foreign citizen with a Chinese permanent residence permit who lives in China.
2. Original and photocopy of certification (marriage certificate, birth certificate, certification of kinship issued by Public Security Bureau or notarized certification of kinship) showing the relationship of family members between applicant and inviting individual.
3. A photocopy of Chinese ID of the inviting individual or foreign passport and permanent residence permit.
●For foster care, the following documents are required:
1. Original and photocopy of foster entrustment notarization issued by the Embassy of the People’s Republic of China in the Republic of Lithuania or Foster Care Power of Attorney notarized and authenticated in Lithuania or in China.
2. Original of the consignor's passport and a photocopy of the passport's data page and the photo page if it is separate.
3. A letter of consent on foster care issued by the trustee living in China who has agreed to provide foster care services and a photocopy of the ID of the trustee.
4. A photocopy of the certificate indicating the permanent residence status abroad of the parent(s) when the child was born, provided that either or both parents of the child are Chinese citizens.

	Q2
	Issued to those who intend to visit their relatives who are Chinese citizens residing in China or foreigners with permanent residence in China. The intended duration of stay in China is no more than 180 days.
	1. An invitation letter issued by a Chinese citizen or a foreign citizen with a Chinese permanent residence permit who lives in China, which should contain information of the relations between the applicant and the inviting individual. 
2. Photocopy of Chinese ID or foreign passport and permanent residence permit of the inviting individual.

3. Original and photocopy of certification (marriage certificate, birth certificate, certification of kinship issued by Public Security Bureau or notarized certification of kinship) showing the relationship of family members between applicant and inviting individual.

	R
	Issued to those who are high-level talents or whose skills are urgently needed in China.
	Visa Notification Letter issued by the Department of Consular Affairs of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of China.

	S1
	Issued to those who intend to go to China to visit the foreigners working or studying in China to whom they are spouses, parents, sons or daughters under the age of 18 or parents-in-law, or to those who intend to go to China for other private affairs. The intended duration of stay in China exceeds 180 days.
	●For visiting foreigners who have stayed or resided in China, the following documents are required:
1. A photocopy of the inviting individual's passport and residence permit.
2. An invitation letter from the inviting individual.
3. Original and photocopy of certification (marriage certificate, birth certificate, notarized certification of kinship) showing the relationship of immediate family members between applicant and inviting individual.

●For applicant applying for visa together with applicant intending to apply for Z Visa to work in China or X1 Visa to study in China, the following documents are required:

1. A photocopy of visa application documents for the applicant applying for Z or X1 Visa.

2. Original and photocopy of certification (marriage certificate, birth certificate, notarized certification of kinship) showing the relationship of immediate family members between the applicants.

3. An explanation letter issued by a relevant entity or Invitation Letter of Duly Authorized Entity or Confirmation Letter of Invitation issued by relevant Chinese entities.

●For private affairs, documentation identifying the nature of the private affairs should be provided as required by the consular officials.

	S2
	Issued to those who intend to visit their family members who are foreigners working or studying in China, or to those who intend to go to China for other private matters.　The intended duration of stay in China is no more than 180 days.
"Family members" refers to spouses, parents, parents-in-law, sons, daughters, spouses of sons or daughters, brothers, sisters, grandparents, grandsons and granddaughters.
	●For visiting family members for a short period, the following documents are required:
1. A photocopy of the inviting individual's passport and residence permit or X2 Visa.
2. An invitation letter issued by the inviting individual.
3. A photocopy of certification (marriage certificate, birth certificate or notarized certification of kinship) showing the relationship of family members between the applicant and the inviting individual.
●For private affairs, documentation identifying the nature of the private affairs should be provided as required by the consular officials.

	X1
	Issued to those who intend to study in China for a period of more than 180 days.
	1. Original and photocopy of the Admission Letter issued by a school or other entities in China.
2. Original and photocopy of Visa Application for Study in China (Form JW201 or Form JW202).

	X2
	Issued to those who intend to study in China (including training or language classes) for a period of no more than 180 days, .
	1. Original and photocopy of the Admission Letter issued by a school or other entities in China.
2. Original and photocopy of Visa Application for Study in China (Form JW201 or Form JW202).

	Z
	Issued to those who intend to work in China.
	An Invitation Letter of Duly Authorized Entity or Confirmation Letter of Invitation issued by relevant Chinese entities.

Notification Letter of Foreigner’s Work Permit in the People’s Republic of China

The long-term (working period of more than 90 days) one is valid for 3 months from the date of issue. The short-term (working period of 90 days and less than) one is valid for one months from the date of issue
For different kinds of work, the following supporting documents are respectively required:
For individuals hired by relevant Chinese entities, including those doing technical, scientific research, administrating or instructing work for partners in China, trainers or trainees going for trial training in sports agencies, filmmakers and models: An introduction letter issued by foreign  companies. Business license and photocopy for both foreign companies and the relevant Chinese Entities.

2. For (chief) representatives of foreign enterprises permanent office in China: A photocopy of Registration Certificate of Foreign Enterprises Permanent Office in China issued by Chinese authorities of industrial and commercial administration.
3. For foreigners doing commercial performances: An approval document for commercial performances issued by the Chinese government authorities for cultural affairs.

Applicants intending to do other kinds of work in China please inquire of the consular officials about documents required for visas.


3.Special Reminder

(1) Detailed requirements of invitation letters
The invitation letter may be in the form of fax, photocopy or computer printout, but the consular officials may require the applicant to submit the original of the invitation letter.

The invitation letter should contain:
a. Information on the applicant (full name, gender, date of birth, etc.)
b. Information on the planned visit (purpose of visit, arrival and departure dates, place(s) to be visited, relations between the applicant and the inviting entity or individual, financial source for expenditures)
c. Information on the inviting entity or individual (name, contact telephone number, address, official stamp, signature of the legal representative or the inviting individual)

If the inviting entity is not a duly authorized entity, a photocopy of business license or registration information of the entity should be attached. If the inviting individual is a Chinese citizen, a photocopy of the inviting individual’s ID is required, if not, a photocopy of the foreigner’s passport and residence permit is required.
(2) We kindly remind you that: Holders of D, J1, Q1, S1, X1 or Z Visa shall, within 30 days from the date of their entry, apply to the exit/entry administrations of public security organs under local people's governments at or above the county level in the proposed places of residence for foreigners' residence permits, except for holders of Z Visa with remark of ‘Allowed to work only within the period of time indicated in the Approval’.
(3) The consular officials will decide on whether or not to issue the visa and on its validity, duration of stay and number of entries in light of specific conditions of the applicant. If necessary, the consular officials may require the applicant to provide other proof documents or supplementary materials, including contracts the applicant signed with the relevant entities, certification showing the relationship between the applicant and inviting individual, and materials of financial guarantee, or require an interview with the applicant.
